SURROUNDING AKC HUNT TESTS and ETRC Fall Events 

KINZALOW FARM AGREEMENT—August 15, 2010 to August 15, 2011 

 

Per conversations in August with farm owner Dick Kinzalow and Larry Smith, president of the Hale 

Bopp Hunt Club the following was agreed.  Mr. Kinzalow has no problem with renewing the agree-

ment until August 15, 2011.  He advises that the cattle owner/lessor is responsible for mowing the hay 

fields.  There is a rental tenant in the apartment at the main house and asks that ETRC be sensitive to 

his occupancy.  Larry Smith asks only that ETRC hold the loud shooting down during Tennessee 

hunting seasons so as not to disturb the wild geese, ducks, and deer on the farm.  ETRC cannot use the 

back pond except between May 15 and August 15.  Front pond and adjacent two fields year round use.
