City, TN 37771, from 3 PM to 7 PM.  There is a swimming pool so be sure to bring swim gear and tow-

els.  There are also walking trails, cattle, chickens, and horses so dress accordingly.  Bring chairs, sun-

screen, bug repellant, and a dish to share.  The club will be providing hamburgers and hot dogs,  In 

addition to food dishes, we will also need paper plates, utensils, drinks, ice, condiments, etc.  Please 

RSVP to Karen Edwards (edwardskc@att.net) or Patti Gibson (holstonview@bellsouth.net), and also 

check with them about what you would like to bring.   

DIRECTIONS:  From Knoxville/Points West:   

1. Tale I-40 West towards Nashville, stay left on I-75 at the I-75/I-40 split. 

2. Take Exit 81, Lenoir City.  This the first exit after I-75 and I-40 split. 

3. Turn right at the bottom of the exit ramp onto US-321 South, heading north towards Oak Ridge. 

4. Go .8 mile on 321, turn left onto US-70 at a stoplight. 

5. Continue on US-70 (Kingston Pike) (heading west) for 5 miles. 

6. Turn right onto Eblen Cave Road.  This a small road that is hard to see it if not looking.  Slow down after you 

pass a big horse farm on the left with covered arena and cream/green barn, on the right will be a small country 

grocery (Duttons).  Eblen Cave Road is the next right and is less than 1/8 mile from these two landmarks. 

7. Go .3 miles on Eblen Cave Road, and then take the first right (bear right) onto Babbs Road. 

8. Go .3 mile on Babbs Road, and the driveway is on the right.  It is gravel, lined with board fence.  You can’t see 

the house from the road.  Mailbox with “254” is on the left. 

FROM POINTS EAST: 

1. Follow I-40 E towards Knoxville and exit onto TN 326 S/Gallaher Rd (Exit 356) from I-40 E 

2. Turn right at the end of the ramp onto TN-326S Gallaher Rd, go 1.2 miles  

3. Turn left onto US-70 E and go 5.6 miles 

4. Turn left onto Eblen Cave Rd.  This a a small road that is hard to see if you’re not looking.  If you go by a big 

horse farm on the right with a covered areana and cream/green barn, and a small country grocery (Duttons) on 

the left, you have gone about 1/8 of a mile too far. Go .3 miles on Eblen Cave Road, and then take the first right 

(bear right) onto Babbs Road.  Go another .3 mile, and the driveway is on the right..  It is gravel, lined with 

board fence.  You can’t see the house from the road.  Mailbox with “254” is on the left. 

FROM POINTS SOUTH:  Take I-75 north towards Knoxville.  Take the Lenoir City exit and head north on 321/95 

towards Oak Ridge.  Continue on about one mile, turn left  a stoplight junction with Hwy 70  Follow the same direc-

tions as above from Knoxville once you get on Hwy 70.

-Daryl and Sharon Miller have donated the use of their beautiful farm at 5249 Holt Road, Sweetwater, 

TN.  for ETRC’s Fall Club Trial on Saturday, October 4.  The event will start at 8 AM EDT with stakes 

of Master, Senior, Junior, Singles Classic and Puppy.  Thawed ducks will be thrown for the older dogs 

and bumpers for the puppies.  Fee is $10.00 per event and $5.00 for puppies.  The Miller farm is located 

adjacent to the Holt Farm that ETRC used for AKC events until 2006.  The Miller’s have a right-of-

way across the Holt Farm to access their farm. Please do not stop on the Holt Farm but continue 

through to the back ponds and barn. Arrow signs will be posted from Exit 62, I-75 South, Sweetwater, 

TN.  DIRECTIONS:   Take I-75 South to Sweetwater Exit 62, onto Hwy 322.  Go west 1.7 miles to 

County Road 200 and turn right.  Go 1/2 mile past Holt Tractor Sales building  to 5249 Holt Road.  

Turn right and follow road to the barn headquarters.  No e-collars allowed. 

 

ETRC will hold the 2014 AKC Fall Hunt Test on Saturday and Sunday, October 18-19 at the Hiwassee 

Refuge, Blythe’s Ferry WMA, in Birchwood, TN courtesy of the TWRA’s area manager, Jason Jack-

son.  The event will be a single Master, and double Junior and Senior.  The AKC approved our applica-

tion this week for the location and date of the AKC Hunt Test.  Final approval and opening of entries 

will be completed when the judges have been committed.  Due to the 2015 Master National being held in 

Cheraw, South Carolina next year the Master entries are astronomical.  Beginning in September on  

Labor Day and thereafter each week there are double Masters  stakes with 120 to 180 dog limits being 

held. On Entry Express there are five clubs already closed in September and October totally filled both 

days of the double Master.  The Master stakes have taken over the whole event with very small entries 

in Junior and Senior.  Home clubs are having their own members not being able to enter their personal 

Master dogs before the 120 and 180 limits are filled.  The ETRC board voted to have a 60 dog limit and 

a single Master stake due to our date of October 18-19 coinciding with the 2014 Master National in 

California.  The ETRC event is not approved to open entries on Entry Express until a opening date can 

be decided upon.
